Tweedy Linen stitch and a zipper add classic style to this dynamic 
bordered jacket. The wide border at the bottom and along the front 

create an interesting miter at the front corner.  
Alternate color combinations: Smoke & Fog, Embers & Spice, 

Alpine & Perwinkles, Mink & Antique  

SIZES: S (M, L, XL)  
Finished bust approx 38 (42, 46, 50)” hip is approx 2” larger 
 
MATERIALS:  
5 (6, 7, 8) skeins Matisse, Fantasia, A 
5 (6, 7, 8) skeins Matisse, Stardust, B 
Circular needles size 10 ½ & 13 or 15, or size to get gauge 
 
GAUGE: In Linen Stitch on larger needle,  
14 sts and 28 rows = 4” 
In Stockinette on smaller needle, 14 sts and 16 rows = 4” 
 
NOTE: Before measuring gauge, grasp the swatch at top and 
bottom and pull very hard to set and flatten the stitches. Tug 
gently from side to side, then measure. Periodically during 
knitting, do the same: grasp the needle and the cast on edge 
and pull hard. Notice that the stitches become flatter and 
more defined. Linen stitch pulls in very tightly, so the largest 
needle may be necessary to get gauge. 
 
LINEN STITCH: even number of stitches 
Row 1: *K 1, slip 1 wyif* repeat ** 
Row 2: *P 1, slip 1 wyib* repeat ** 
 
NOTE: Border is worked on circular needles so that you can 
slide the work to wherever the yarn is waiting. Work a knit 
or purl row as necessary to keep to pattern. 
 
BACK: With A and smaller needle, using provisional cast 
on, cast on 70 (78, 86, 94) sts.  
Work 6 rows garter stitch,  
8 rows stockinette st with B,  
5 rows garter with A,  
5 rows stock with B,  
3 rows garter with A,  
3 rows stock with B,  
2 rows garter with A—border should be approx 6”.  
Change to larger needle, B, and Linen Stitch, and dec 1 st ea 
edge of next row—68 (76, 84, 92) sts. Alternate 2 rows B, 2 
rows A throughout body. After 4”, dec 1 st ea edge of next 
row—66 (74, 82, 90)  sts. Work even to 14”, then SHAPE 
ARMHOLE: Bind off 6 (7, 8, 9) sts beg next 2 rows. Work 
even to 22 (23, 24, 25 ½)”, then bind off all sts. 
 
FRONT: note: front is worked without band, as border will 
miter around front bottom corner and continue up front. With 
larger needle and A, using provisional cast on, cast on 16 
(20, 24, 28) sts. Work Linen Stitch as for back, beginning 
Row 1 with color B and working first dec after 1”, and 2nd 
dec at 4”. When same length as Linen Stitch section of back, 
SHAPE ARMHOLE as for back on one side only. Work to 
same length as back, then bind off remaining sts. 
Work 2nd front, reversing shapings. 

RIGHT FRONT BORDER: Release provisional cast on and 
place 16 (20, 24, 28) sts on needle from side to center, with B, 
turn corner and pick up 61 (64, 68, 73) sts along front edge. 
Turn and purl back. Change to A and work 2 rows garter stitch, 
placing markers and begin shaping on 1st row: 
K 14 (18, 22, 26) sts, inc 1 st in next st, place marker, k 2, place 
marker, inc 1 st in next st, k to end. Change to B and work 3 
rows stock, working increases on either side of marker on  
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every rs row.  
Change to A and work 3 rows garter, continuing with in-
creases as est.  
Change to B and work 5 rows stock, cont incs. 
Change to A and work 5 rows garter (notice that you will be 
purling all rows, since you are starting on the wrong side), 
cont incs, and on last row, bind off 5 at top edge.  
Change to B and work 8 rows stock, cont incs and bind off 3 
sts at top edge 3 times, then begin dec 1 st at top (neck) edge 
every other row 2 times, working into the next stripe as 
needed. 
Change to A and work 6 rows garter, cont incs. Leave sts on a 
spare needle, and work 
LEFT FRONT BORDER: With B, beginning at shoulder 
edge, pick up 61 (64, 68, 73) sts along front edge, and 16 (20, 
25, 28) sts along bottom edge, releasing provisional cast on 
and knitting the open sts. Purl back. With A, work 2 rows 
garter stitch and place markers: work 59 (61, 66, 71) sts, inc 1 
in next st, place marker, k 2, place marker, inc 1 in next st, 
work rem sts. Work border as for Right Front, and leave open 
sts on needle. 
Sew shoulder and side seams. To prepare for final border, 
beginning at right side seam, k 1 row A around, continuing to 
inc at markers as established, and at neck, pick up and knit 22 
sts along front neck edge, 18 sts along back neck and 22 sts 

along front neck, and release, pick up and knit  provisional sts 
of back bottom.  
Begin applied I-cord: With A, cast on 3 sts, then *knit 2 sts, 
ssk with the last st and the first st of border. Slide the 3 sts 
back to left hand needle, pull yarn tightly around back and 
repeat from *. At bottom and neck corners, turn corner by 
working all 3 sts for one row with no ssk, then continuing as 
established. When 1 body st remains, bind off the I cord sts as 
you work the last row. Weave ends of I cord together. 
 
SLEEVES: With smaller needle and A, using provisional 
cast on, cast on 26 (28, 30, 32) sts. Work band and Linen 
Stitch as for back, and inc 1 st ea edge every 6th row 3 times, 
then every 8th row 11 times—54 (56, 58, 60) sts. When sleeve 
is 17 (18, 18 ½, 19)” from beg, or 3” less than desired length, 
SHAPE CAP: Bind off 2 sts beg next 20 rows. Bind off rem 
sts.  
Release provisional cast on and place sts on needle. With A, 
work I cord bind off as for body. 
 
FINISHING: Set sleeves to armhole edge, between bound 
off sts of armhole. Sew sleeve seams, tacking edge of sleeve 
to bound off sts. Set zipper to front edge, just inside the I cord 
edge.  
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
