Rnd 133; Reposition sts. Ship the first 9 sts of each quarter to the
preceding quarter, replace markers, rejoin yarn and knit to end of rmd.

Rnd 134: *Yo, k3, k2tog, vo, k3, vo, ssk, k3, vo, ssk, k3, yo, ssk, k5,
k2tog, yo, k3, k2tog; rep from®* around.

Rnd 136: *Yo, k3, k2tog, yo, k1, yo, sl 1, k2tog, psso, vo, k1, yo,
ssk, k3, yo, ssk, ki, yo, ssk, k3, k2tog, yo, k3, k2tog; rep from*
around.

Rnd 138: *Yo, k3, k2tog, vo, k3, yo, k1, yo, k3, yo, ssk, k3, yo, ssk,
k3, yo, ssk, k1, k2tog, yo, k3, k2tog; rep from* around.

Rnd 140: *Yo, k3, k2tog, vo. k1, yo, sl 1, k2tog, psso, vo, k3, vo, sl
1. k2toe. nsso. vo. k1. wo. ssk. k3. vo. ssk. k3. vo. sl 1. k2toe. nsso.

psso, yo, kl, yo, sl 1, k2tog, psso; rep from* around.
Bnd 161: Knit around. (352 sts)

Edging: Using the last stitch on the needle, loosely cast 37 sts
onto the straight needle and knit 1 row (37 sts). Work “Daisy in a
Diamond” edging, picking up 1 st from the shawl and working it
together with the first pattern st of the edging at the beginning of
each odd # row. This is indicated by k2tog in the instructions,

There will be 82 reps of the edging pattern around the edge of the
ghawl. There are 14 more stitches in the last rnd of the shawl
that will need to be decreased evenly snaced around.
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
